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TRANSPORT  

Picote Wet-Out Station should be transported secured with ratchet straps to prevent any sudden movements or        

accidents caused by hard braking or accident. Always use a suitable cover to protect the unit from the elements. 

 

 STORAGE 

The Wet-Out Station should be stored indoors to protect it from rain and sunlight, somewhere with a constant ambient  

temperature. The best way to store the machine is using the same box that it was shipped in.

The frame can be disposed of as metal waste. Separate the plastic handles and recycle as plastic waste.

GENERAL INFORMATION 
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SETTING UP THE WET-OUT STATION 

Before operation: 

- Before installing Picote Midi Roller to the Wet-Out Station, always make sure that the machine is 

fully turned off and the battery charger unplugged. 

- Consult machine operating manuals (Picote Midi Roller) for detailed  

information. 

While in operation: 

Always lay the table down horizontally on the floor. Do not sit or stand on the table.

Pull from the handle to fully extend it. The pulling handle also doubles as liner guide during the wetting stage.

Each leg has a hand screw which needs to be loosened in order to move the legs to open or closed position. Always 

tighten the hand screws to secure the legs before operating the machine. 

 

2. FOLDING THE LEGS 

Rotate the tightening wheel to move the mounting plate further away from the friction roller.

Set Midi Roller on the mounting plate so the bottom bushings fall in to the holes on the mounting plate.  

Rotate the wheel to lock the assembly. If slipping occurs when working, tighten the lock on the assembly.
